Enumclaw, WA– 2010 marks the 100th anniversary of the Boy Scouts of America. To date, Boy Scout membership 
since 1910 has reached the 112 million mark. In 2007 alone, almost three million youths participated in 
The Boy Scouts of America.   According to the Boy Scouts survey, nearly sixty percent of the 110th Congress 
participated in Scouting.

Eleanor’s extensive nationwide PR campaign will incorporate television, and radio, book signings, and speaking 
engagements. She also speaks at elementary schools, Boy Scout troops, civic organizations, and churches 
across the country.
